The GASFAA Awards are:

The Donald E. Payton Award for Lifetime Achievement

The nominated individual must have demonstrated:

· Life long significant and consistent contributions as a member of GASFAA

· High-level competency in Financial Aid

· Leadership in community and institutional affairs

· Must be a current or past member of GASFAA

· GASFAA membership should be more than 15 years

GASFAA Executive Board’s Award for the Outstanding New Professional

The nominated individual must have demonstrated:

· Must be a current member of GASFAA

· May not have served more than three years in a full time position as a professional financial aid officer

· Will be judged on contributions to GASFAA and to the individual’s employer institution

· Must exemplify creativity in raising the profession to a higher level.
Honorary Membership

Honorary membership to GASFAA is bestowed on individuals by the Executive Board for outstanding service in the field of support and/or the administration of financial aid.  This membership is granted to individuals who are no longer active in the financial aid profession.
Achievement Award for Outstanding Service to Students
The nominated individual must have demonstrated:

· Evidence of successful student advocacy

· Genuine and sincere sense of caring and concern for students

· A commitment to personalize student experiences and evidence of successful efforts in humanizing the campus community

· High quality interaction with individual students and student groups

· Evidence of performance above the call of duty while serving multiple roles within the campus community

· Membership in GASFAA at least five years

The Past President’s Award for Distinguished Service

The recipient will be selected by the Past Presidents’ Council. The nominated individual must have demonstrated:

· GASFAA membership for at least ten years

· Leadership performance in GASFAA

· Be a current member of GASFAA

· Contributions above and beyond the normal service required by position of leadership
