GASFAA Committees 

1. The Program Committee is responsible for the planning of the Conference. The Vice‐President for programs chairs this committee. The committee meets several times prior to the conference either in person, on conference call, or by e-mail. Committee members give feedback on conference items, come up with ideas on session topics and presenters, help with decorations, set up and take down, and assist with other duties assigned at the actual conference. An ideal member would be willing to contribute ideas, offer feedback to the VP, and attend and work hard at the conference.
2. The Professional Development Committee is responsible for all training conducted by the Association. The Vice President for Professional Development chairs this committee. The committee meets several times prior to the trainings either in person, on conference call, or by e-mail. Committee members give feedback on training and professional development items, come up with ideas on session topics and presenters, and assist with other duties assigned at the actual training sessions. 

3. The Site Selection Committee is responsible for selecting sites for the Conferences as appropriate. The President‐Elect chairs this committee. Committee members give feedback on potential conference sites. Meetings are primarily held via conference call or e-mail. Visits are made to potential conference sites. 

4. The Elections/Nominations and Awards Committee is responsible for coordination the nominations of candidates for office in the association and the supervision/certification of the casting of ballots. This committee also oversees the awarding of the GASFAA awards. The immediate Past‐President chairs this committee. Meetings are primarily held via conference call or e-mail. 

5. The Membership Development Committee is responsible for soliciting membership in the Association. The committee is led by the Membership Development Committee Chair. Meetings are primarily held via conference call or e-mail. An ideal member would bring new ideas of how we can increase membership and participation in our organization. 

7. The Newsletter Committee is the person responsible for compiling and distributing the official GASFAA Newsletter. The committee is led by the Newsletter Editor. Committee members help to solicit articles from the membership, compile articles, and edit them as needed. Meetings are primarily held via conference call or e-mail. 

8. The Legislative Affairs Committee is responsible for keeping the membership up to date on federal and state changes in legislation and policy that affect the student financial aid community. The committee is led by the Legislative Affairs Committee Chair. Meetings are primarily held via conference call or e-mail. Committee members would bring to the attention to the Chair any information on legislative developments that the membership might find useful. 

9. The Leadership Development Committee is responsible for nurturing future leaders in our profession and our organization. For 11-12 this committee will develop the GASFAA Leadership Academy. The committee is led by the Leadership Development Chair. Our hope is to involve GASFAA’s past presidents in this endeavor as well as anyone else interested in cultivating future leaders. 

10. The Finance and Budget Committee is responsible for overseeing finance and budgetary issues for GASFAA, including but not limited to investments, income and expenses. The committee is led by the Finance and Budget Committee Chair who will work closely with the Treasurer. Meetings are primarily held via conference call or e-mail. 

11. The Electronic Services Committee is responsible for overseeing the GASFAA web page, including keeping the content current and testing conference and training registrations. The committee is led by the Electronic Services Chair. Meetings are primarily held via conference call or e-mail. 

12. The Diversity Committee is responsible for bringing diversity issues to the forefront of our members. The committee is led by the Diversity Chair. An ideal member would have innovative ideas in the area of diversity. The committee will work with the Program and Professional Development Committees with conference and training events. Meetings are primarily held via conference call or e-mail. 

13. The Community Action committee is responsible for community service and other charitable initiatives within GASFAA. The committee is led by the Community Action Chair. This committee will lead the fall charitable contribution drive and the Silent Auction at the conference. This committee will also work with College Goal Georgia representatives from GSFC to plan College Goal Georgia 2012. . Meetings are primarily held via conference call or e-mail.
